The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met on Tuesday, April 11, 2006, at 5:30p.m. The meeting was held in Conference Room A of the Administration Building. Scottie Murphy, Investigations Coordinator, distributed a handout to each member of the Investigation Office and presented a Power Point Presentation of Abuse/Neglect Investigations to the Committee. Following the presentation the Chairperson called the meeting to order and motioned that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. LHRC minutes for March 2006 were read. Ms. Elliott, Chairperson asked for a motion for approval of the minutes. Mrs. Milnor made the motion of approval and the committee members so approved. Five new medication requests were reviewed. Five were approved. Twenty -three annuals were reviewed with no recommendations by LHRC. Six programs were reviewed as per request of the Facility Director. The Risk Manager reviewed Protective Restraints. The Human Rights Regional Advocate gave her report. The Human Rights Advocate notified LHRC members of the 2006 LHRC/SHRC Seminar is tentatively scheduled for September 7th and 8th in Richmond. The Seminar is designed as training and networking opportunities for LHRC and SHRC members. The Office of Human Rights and the State Human Rights Committee are interested in each committee members suggestions regarding what training would be helpful to them as committee members. Each LHRC member received a Topic Survey for the seminar. Members were asked to review the survey training topics as to their relevance and importance to them. The Human Rights Advocate explained that if there were any additional topic suggestions that they would like to see included in the seminar to list them on the survey. The Human Rights Advocate asked that the survey be completed and returned at the next meeting. The advocate also stated that the facility covers the cost for lodging/meals/mileage/registration fees for any member who plans to attend. The Chairperson then asked for a motioned to return to public session. Mr. Penn made the motion and Mrs. Milnor second the motion. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirement and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs. Each member stated, “I so certify”.  The Chairperson made a motion to approve the restrictive treatment programs discussed in closed session. Mrs. Milnor made the motion and Mr. Sanders. second the motion. With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:30p.m. Wasn’t it later than 7:30 when we got finished?
