The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday, November 17, 2008 at 2:25 p.m. The meeting was held in the 2nd Floor Conference Room of the Bradford Building. LHRC minutes for October 20, 2008 were read. Mr. Penn, Chairperson, asked for a motion for approval of the minutes. Ms. Clingenpeel made the motion of approval and Mr. Saunders seconded the motion. The Chairperson called the meeting to order and motioned that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. Ms. Clingempeel made the motion of approval and Mr. Saunders seconded the motion. The Compliance Officer reviewed the Medical Protective Restraints. Five initial psychotropic medication requests were reviewed and approved. Seventeen annuals were reviewed with no recommendations by LHRC. There were three returns requested by Facility Director for review with no recommendations by LHRC. The Human Rights Advocate read his report. The Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Mr. Sanders made the motion and Ms. Clingempeel seconded the motion. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. Ms. Clingempeel made the motion and Mr. Saunders seconded the motion. 
The committee members then discussed the request from the State Human Rights Committee for more information about the reasons and rationale underlying their decision to not accept or to “not recommend” two of the three recent applicants for membership”.
