The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday June 15, 2009 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the 1st floor Conference Room of the Bradford Building. LHRC minutes for May 27, 2009 were read. Mr. Penn, Chairperson, asked for a motion for approval of the minutes. Mr. Fallis made the motion of approval and Ms. Clingempeel seconded the motion. Mr. Fallis made the motion and Ms. Clingempeel seconded the motion. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. Ms. Clingempeel made the motion and Mr. Fallis seconded the motion. The advocate submitted her report to the committee secretary.
