The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday April 18, 2011 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building. Ms. Clingempeel, Chairperson, asked for approval of February 2011 minutes. The committee approved the minutes for February 2011 with no discussion. The Chairperson called the meeting to order and motioned that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. The Human Right’s Advocate suggested that the LHRC members reschedule the inservice and discussions regarding the implementation of recent SHRC decisions in regard to LHRC structure and reviewed upcoming changes to the May meeting.
