The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee (LHRC) met Monday November 21, 2016 at 2:00pm. The meeting was held in Conference Room A of the Administrative Building. Mrs. Milnor, LHRC Chairperson called the meeting to order. The Chairperson, then requested that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the protection of the privacy of individuals and discussing restrictive treatment programs. Mrs. Powell made the motion of approval. Ms. Cann seconded the motion. The Quality Manager presented the Restraint Services Review Board (RSSB/MRRB) report. The Acting Psychology Director presented one (1) initial packet for review of restraint/restrictions. There were four (4) annual reviews with no recommendations made.  The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Mrs. Powell made the motion. Ms. Meeks seconded the motion.  The Director of Risk Management presented his reports.  The Human Rights Advocate had no report; however, The Human Rights Advocate made several announcements. One, The proposed Human Rights Regulations were awaiting the Governor’s signature. She also stated, CHRIS would carry all changes and the ARs/LG’s would be notified of those changes.  Finally, the Freedom of Information Act is updated and training has begun. Advocates are being trained on the new codes; then training will began with committees. The Human Rights Advocate also stated that Region I and Region II have combined and are now called Northwest Capitol Region. This is a very large catchment area and does include Lynchburg CSB’s, (not to include Facility LHRC’s). 

Approval of Minutes: The Chairperson asked for approval of the minutes from the October 17, 2016 LHRC meetings. The committee approved the October 17, 2016 LHRC minutes pending a correction that Dr. McLaren was not in attendance. 

Adjournment: There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:10pm.
