The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday October 21, 2013 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building.   The Support Staff accompanying Ms. Taylor and Mr. Burford signed a Confidentiality Form. Mr. Fallis, Chairperson called the meeting to order. A motion was made by Mr. Fallis, Chairman and passed that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the protection of the privacy of individuals and discussing restrictive treatment programs. Mrs. Milnor made the motion of approval and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Compliance Officer presented her report. The Psychology Director presented three, (3) initial packets for review of restraint/restrictions and five (5) annual reviews with no recommendations made. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Ms. Taylor made the motion and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Director of Risk Management presented his report. The Human Rights Advocate presented her report to the Committee and noted that the complaint appeared to be reaching resolution. The Human Rights Advocate discussed with the Committee that over the past few months she had been involved with placement meetings and the follow up meetings after placements. She also discussed with the committee members her new assignment covering the Danville area. The Human Rights Advocate also discussed information formally recorded onto the data base “CHRIS”. The Human Rights Advocate also announced openings with the CVCS LHRC. She requested if anyone might be interested to contact her.  

Approval of Minutes:  The Chairperson asked for approval of the August 19, 2013 LHRC minutes. The committee approved the minutes for August 19, 2013 with no discussion.
