The Central Virginia Training Center Local Human Rights Committee met Monday September 19, 2011 at 2:00 p.m. The meeting was held in the Conference Room of the Administrative Building. The LHRC members welcomed Mrs. Joan Milnor as a committee member. The LHRC Chairperson, asked for approval of the August 15, 2011 LHRC minutes. The committee approved the minutes for August 15, 2011 with no discussion. The Chairperson called the meeting to order and motioned that the CVTC/LHRC go into Executive Session pursuant to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for the purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs for individuals. Ms. Taylor made the motion of approval and Mr. Fallis seconded the motion. The Compliance Officer presented the Medical Restraint report. Following her report, copies of the CVTC Quality Indicator Scorecard were distributed and discussed with the committee members following questions at the August LHRC meeting in regards to individuals being outside, having jobs, visits in the community, etc. The Acting Psychology Director notified the committee members the initial request for review would be postponed as another psychotropic medication had been recommended and would be presented at BSPRB this Thursday.  Thirteen (13) annuals were reviewed with no recommendations made. One (1), quarterly review was presented with no recommendations made. The Chairperson then asked for a motion to approve restrictive treatment. Mr. Fallis made the motion and Ms. Milnor seconded the motion. The Chairperson then moved that each member certify that to the best of their knowledge only matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements and to Virginia Code, 2.2-3711 (15), for purpose of discussing restrictive treatment programs was discussed in closed session. The Chairperson asked for a motion to return to open session. Mr. Fallis made the motion and Mr. Burford seconded the motion. The Director of Risk Management/QA presented his report. The Human Right’s Advocate presented her report. The Human Right’s Advocate reported the SHR had approved the Variance.  The Human Right’s Advocate reviewed and continued to discuss the ICFMR Variance; Rules and Regulations to Assure the Rights of Individuals Receiving Services from Providers of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services 12 VAC 35-115-10 et seq.  The Human Right’s Advocate and the committee members then discussed what the committee would like to review at the October LHRC meeting and decided upon, initial request and restraints. The Human Right’s Advocate announced that both Ms. Taylor and Mrs. Milnor were reappointed to the LHRC Committee. She also notified the committee she was approved to remove Ms. Kaye Weschke name from the roster. With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 3:00pm.
